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OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS
PART 2

Press the “SET” button until the “SET TEMP” icon is flashing, 
use adjustment buttons to select your desired temp setting. (Each 
button press will adjust temp by 1 degree Celsius or you can hold 
for continuous). Once finished setting the temp press the heating 
on/off button to start heating. �e heating working status icon 
will flash. If the actual temp is      the set temp, heating will stop 
and the status icon will disappear. To stop heating function press 
the heating on/off button once more. 

Note: �e unit will not enter sleep mode during heating.      
          (read more about sleep function below)

If you switch on the heater without water or other cleaning fluid 
in the tank, once the temp reaches the warning temperature it will 
trigger an alarm for 15 seconds; the triangle “WARNING” icon 
will appear on the screen. 

With ultrasonic on press the “UP” adjustment button directly to 
start the sweep function, the “FREQ” icon flashes. To stop the 
sweep function press the “UP” button once more.

With ultrasonic on press the “DOWN” adjustment button directly 
to start the degas function, the “ULTRASONIC” icon flashes. To 
stop the degas function press the “DOWN” button once more.

After completed cleaning if the machine is left untouched for 5 
minutes it will enter sleep mode. Alternatively you can press the 
power button to enter sleep mode. �e “SLEEPING” icon will 
light when in sleep mode. To return to active mode from sleep 
mode simply press the “POWER” button.

�is unit will automatically save the most recently used setup 
parameters for next use. To repeat the last cleaning after entering 
sleep mode press the power button to re-activate the unit. You can 
now continue cleaning as normal using previous settings.

When the unit is not in use please turn off the power 
switch in rear and unplug the power cable directly.

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GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. Do not operate this unit without either water or cleaning     
    fluid in the tank as damage may occur.

2. Do not use any corrosive cleaning fluid with strong acidity  
    or alkalinity to avoid damage to the tank.

3. Before turning on the heating function fill the tank 1/2 –      
    2/3 full with water or cleaning fluid to prevent damage  
    from the heating element.

4. Do not allow any objects or cleaning fluid to enter inside  
    of the machine. 

5. Do not operate the unit continuously for more than 99  
    minutes and please wait more than 30 minutes before next  
    use otherwise the lifetime of the unit will be shortened. 

6. Whenever emptying or replacing water or cleaning fluid  
    make sure that the water or cleaning fluid in the tank is at  
    room temperature or cool. Also be sure to turn off the       
    device and unplug the power cord during this process. 

7. After finished using wipe down the stainless steel tank and  
    housing with a clean dry cloth. DO NOT wash the unit  
    with water directly. 

8. �is unit should be stored in a cool dry place away from  
     any heat sources and moisture. 

OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS
PART 1

Place the unit on a flat and stable working platform. 

Please add enough cleaning fluid (usually water) to the tank to 
completely immerse the items to be cleaned. �e fluid level in the 
tank should always be about 2/3 full. 

Connect the grounded power cable and turn on the power switch 
at the rear of the unit. �e backlight of the LCD display will 
illuminate. If no setup parameters need to be changed, you can 
simply press the ultrasonic on/off button to start the cleaning. If 
you would like to reset the heating temperature, timer or power 
level, please refer to the instructions below. 

First press the “SET” button to select the item you wish to set up, 
with each press of the button the 3 items will flash in the following 
order: 

Once the desired item is flashing use the adjustment buttons 
to set the parameter (item will time out and stop flashing if 
left untouched for more than 10 seconds.)

Press the “SET” button until the “TIMER” window starts flashing, 
then use the adjustment buttons to select your desired cleaning 
time. �e time range is adjustable from 1-99 minutes (Each button 
press adjusts timer by 1 minute or you can hold for continuous)

Press the “SET” button until the “POWER” icon is flashing, then 
use the adjustment buttons to select your desired power level. �e 
power level is adjustable from 10% to 100% (Each button press 
will adjust the power level by 10% or you can hold for continuous) 

Press the ultrasonic on/off button to switch on the ultrasonic 
function, the “ULTRASONIC” icon will light up. Pressing the 
button a second time will turn off the ultrasonic function and the                
light will go out.
