Our parent company, TDK-Lambda Corporation, has informed us of an issue which | must
bring to your attention.

Corporation that an injunction has been issued in the United States relating to some of its
products. The injunction resulted from patent infringement litigation brought against Fairchild
by Power Integrations Inc. Fairchild provided TDK-Lambda Corporation with a letter, which we
have attached for your reference.

As a result of the injunction, at least for the time being, TDK-Lambda is no longer able to sell

Recall that on April 27, 2012, a jury in the U.S. District Court for the District of Delaware found
that certain Power Integrations LinkSwitch-II and LinkSwitch-CV parts infringe Fairchild’s U.S.
Patent No. 7,259,972.

Any PI parts with substantially identical circuitry to the above are also affected. The same jury
also upheld the validity of all asserted Fairchild patent claims.

The jury and Court also found that Fairchild infringes three Power Integrations U.S. patents.

Fairchild parts found to infringe include certain PWM controller parts listed in Schedule 1 below.

Implications Of The Permanent Injunction Issued June 30w 2014

The U.S. District Court for the District of Delaware has issued a permanent injunction effective
June 30, 2014 regarding certain Fairchild products involved in the 2012 trial. The affected
Fairchild products are the ones listed in Schedule 1. Also attached to this letter is a copy of the
Court’s injunction ruling and listing of the affected Fairchild products.

The injunction prohibits Fairchild or any of our subsidiaries from making, using, selling or
offering to sell in the United States, or importing into the United States, any of the products
listed on Schedule 1. The injunction also prohibits Fairchild or any of our subsidiaries from
inducing others to engage in the same activities in the United States.

While Fairchild continues to disagree with the Court’s ruling, we are implementing the following
steps effective immediately.
